This program consists of four core courses followed by four courses of specialisation in the creative arts.
Students must successfully complete the four core courses before they will be enrolled in the four courses of
specialisation.

DIP1000 E-Literacy for Contemporary Society and DIP1002 Strategiesfor Successful Study are co-requisites:
they must be studied together, and they must be the first courses undertaken.

For part-time students, DIP1001 Academic and Professional English and DIP1003 Essential Mathematics
must be studied after DIP1000 and DIP1002. All four courses can be taken in a single semester for those
pursuing full-time studies.
